&ﬁ & aforesaid cases was challenged by the State Governmen: before

A'rwpyoneweris the Hon'ble Supreme Court in Petition for Special Leave to.
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Appeal (C) No. 12271-12273 of 2009 which was decided on
06/07/2015. By the aforesaid order dated O6/07f2015
Honble Supreme Court had dismissed the Special Leave
Petitions by holding that no gorund for interference was made
out to exercise the Jurisdiction under Article 136 of the
Constifution of India. Thus the judgmen:t and order dated
24/07 /2008 given in the aforesaid writ petition of Dr. Durga
Prasad Yadav & others was affirmed by the Hon’ble Supreme
Court. In the aforesaid judgment and order dated 24/ 07 /2008
the Hon’ble High Court of Allahabad had categorically held that
paragraph 4 of the aforesaid Government Order dated
01/08/2003 providing for the preparation cf the Roster
treating the University as a Unit for the said posts of Lecturers
and Readers was illegal and the same was quashed.

During the pendency of the aforesaid Special Leave
Petititions the Allahabad High Court had the occasion 1o
consider the same matter in writ petition A No. 39334 of 2012 (
Dr. Narendra Singh & others Vs. State of U.P. & others]. In this
case the advertisement issued by Dr. Bheem ‘Rao Ambekdar
University, Agra dated 14,01,2012 was under challenge. The
University had clubbed the posts of Readers and°Lecturérs for
the purpose of reservation treating University as a Unit, The
petitioners had challenged the said reservatior: relying upon
the judgment of the Divisioin Bench of Allahabad High Court in
the case of Dr. Dina Nath Shukla Vs:."State of U.P. and aneother
ALR1996(28) page 323 in which the Court has explained that
reservation in the matter of appointment of Faculty Members
in the University has to be applied treating the Department
and Subject as a Unit and not University as whole ds the
Unit. This judgment of the Division Bench was affirmed by the

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Hon'bie Supreme Court in the case of State of U.P Vs, Dr.
Deena Nath Shukla and another (1997) 9 SCC page 662.
Another judgment of the Hon’ble Supreme Court reported in
AIR 1990 SC page 2023 was also relied upon in which it was
held that reservation on the Faculty Posté in the University was
to be applied Subject-wise & Department-wise. Several other
cases were also referred in the said judgment and order dated
18.02.2014 given in the case of Dr. Narendra Singh.

_ It is, thus, evident that the ratio of the jucgment given in
Dr. Durga Prasad Yadav case decided on 24/07/2008 and
affirmed by the Hon’ble Supreme Court on 06/07/2015 was
the basis for issuing the notification dated 30/11/2015 &
19/02/2016 and by G.O. dated 30/11/2015 the Govérnment
Order dated 01/08/2003 was even superseded which was
under challenge in the .aforesaid cases of Dr. Durga Prasad
Yadav & Dr. Narendra Singh etc. That being so. it is fully
evident that by issuing the Government Orders dated
30/11/2015 & 19/02/2016 the intention of the Govsrnment
was to give effect to the judgment and order of the Hon’ble High
Court dated 24/07/2008 passed in Dr. Durga Prasad Yadav
case which was affirmed by the Hon’ble Supreme Court on
06/07/2015. In all these cases referred to above Hon’ble High
Court as well as Hon’ble Supreme Court have observed that the
posts of Readers & Lecturers in the University are created
Subject wise and appéintments are also made Subject wise. A
teacher of one Department cannot be treated to be a teacher of
other Department. Hence the posts of Teachers of Univiersity
cannot be clubbed . together categorywise for applying
reservation. Each Department of Teaching is a Separate Unit

and therefore Reservation has'to be applied Subjectwise,

n view of the aforesaid discussion 1 am of the view that
each Departm'ent of teaching is & separate Unit and, therefore,
reservation has to be applied Subjectwise and the word ‘post’
used in the context of U.P. Act No. 4 of 1994 has a relation’to
the Faculty, Discipline or the Subject for which it is created. As
such the Reservation has to be poSt-Wise and -Subject-wise
and the University or the College cannot be treated to be 8 Unit

¢ tor the purpose of Reservation.
