The feedback form was received from 562 students on 19 criteria. Analysis of Google sheets revealec
that 92.2% of the respondents were comfortable with the duration of the program to cover the coursg
syllabus.

supporting courses in the course curriculum. 83.4 % respondents expressed willingness for provision
of value added course apart from course curriculum. Merely 6.6% respondents said that opportunities
for developing skills in the curriculum are poor.
